President’s Challenge 
 

At the Spring District Board of Direc-

tors’ Meeting in early April, the presi-

dent issued a challenge to all attendees.  

This same challenge could also be 

taken back to the zones as a challenge 

to each zone, society and/or individual.  

The challenge is: By the next Board of Directors’ Meeting 

in the fall, tell someone about Jesus and/or find someone 

who is in need and help them.  With many people out of 

work, this should be a very easy challenge.  Each member 

is to report at the fall meeting.  
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Buried!  My perennials that is.  Underneath old leaves and other debris.  
But, not anymore.  Thanks to the nice weather (finally) I‟ve been remov-
ing all the „dead stuff‟ that has been covering my emerging flowers.  
Buried like a hostas underneath a bed of old leaves I uncovered this 
disclosure in Matthew‟s gospel:  “Then the eleven disciples left for Gali-
lee, going to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go.  When 
they saw Him, they worshiped Him – but some of them still doubted!”  
Three years of miracles wasn‟t enough.  Nor were forty days at the 
Resurrection Retreat Center.  They‟d seen Him vacate tombs and dic-
tate weather patterns, but they still doubted 
 
We find unusual comfort in the lingering doubts of the disciples.  For we 
still have our own.  And so we wonder, does Christ have a word for 
those of us who still linger with nagging doubts? 
 
Do you remember what Jesus said to his doubting disciples shortly after 
his resurrection? “Wait.”  Before you go out, stand still.  “Stay here in 
the city (Jerusalem) until the Holy Spirit comes and fills you with power 
from heaven” (Luke 24:49). 
 
So they do.  “They went to the upstairs room of the house where they 
were staying…They all met together continually for prayer, along with 
Mary the mother of Jesus, several other women, and the brothers of 
Jesus (Acts 1:13-14).  The disciples have good reasons to leave…but 
they don‟t.  They stay.  And they all stay together. 
“They all met together continually.”  As many as 120 souls huddle in the 
same house.  One day passes.  Then two.  Then a week.  For all they 

know a hundred more will come and go.  But they aren‟t leaving.  They 
persist in the presence of Christ. 
 
Then ten days later power came:  “On the day of Pentecost, seven 
weeks after Jesus‟ resurrection, the believers were meeting together in 
one place.  Suddenly, there was a sound from heaven like the roaring 
of a mighty windstorm in the skies above them, and it filled the house 
where they were meeting.  Then, what looked like flames or tongues of 
fire appeared where they were meeting.  Then, what looked like flames 
or tongues of fire appeared and settled on each of them.  And everyone 
present was filled with the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:1-4).  
 
I am confident that when many of us gather in Portland in June the 
mighty Spirit of God will be present in noticeable, life-enhancing and life
-changing ways – strengthening faith, motivating lives in mission and 
building Christ-centered relationships.  What a memorable experience 
this will be for all of us who are privi- leged 
to attend!
